Effective immediately, the following bullet will replace the last bullet on Page 18 of the Compilation Bulletin under “Unit General Information” section:

Unit General Information
· Inspector is required to inspect all occupied units in a sample that have a disconnected utility, for both Public Housing and Multifamily Housing Properties.  The Inspector is to report any impacted equipment and/or system as a result of disconnected utilities, in accordance with the UPCS Inspection Protocol.   The inspector is to indicate which utility is disconnected in the Unit Information Comments text box.
